WORLD PREMIERE
SCT’s 48th season opened with the world premiere of The Boy Who Kissed the Sky, 
written by SCT’s Artistic Director, Idris Goodwin. This play draws inspiration from 
Jimi Hendrix’s early life, featuring 1960s costumes and original music, portraying a 
young Black boy’s journey as a budding guitarist.

Kicking off “Theatre for Young Audiences(TYA)/USA on Tour” in the Pacific 
Northwest, our event at SCT last October featured speakers on best practices in 
the creation of new work, as well as crafting partnerships and community-centered 
programming. Idris Goodwin currently serves as Board President of TYA and Tiffany 
Maltos, a long time SCT employee and arts educator, serves on the TYA Board. 

WIDENING THE STAGE
Last season we presented and created works emblematic of SCT’s commitment to 
“widen the stage,” platforming all the stories, across the communities that define 
us as a nation. 

We proudly showcased a bilingual (English & Spanish) adaptation of the beloved 
children’s story Carmela Full of Wishes, written by award-winning playwright 
Alvaro Saar Rios in collaboration with the Chicago Children’s Theatre. 

SCT’s new production of The Wonderful Wizard of Oz, written by Jacqueline 
E. Lawton, featured a BIPOC cast and a youth ensemble as the flying monkeys,
delivering life lessons of intelligence, tenderness, and courage through the journey
of Dorothy and Toto.

BROADENING ACCESS - SCT FOR ALL

It was a special joy for SCT to experience our first full 
season since the pandemic. There is nothing quite like 
being in a theatre full of excited, fidgety young people 
who are waiting for a matinee performance to begin. 
When it does begin, it is pure magic as a hush falls over 
the entire space and the thrill of live theatre unfolds 
before their eyes. School kids and teachers laugh, cheer, 
and learn helpful tips for overcoming challenges.

FIELD TRIP SERIES
Last season SCT served 21,705 children and 563 
educators, through our field trip series. Weekday 
matinees of our mainstage productions are open to 
all students. Busloads of young people, teachers, and 
chaperones travel from local schools, montessories, 
and daycares to SCT for our weekday matinees. 
Matinee tickets can also be booked for those who are 
homeschoolers. 



ONE&FIVE
Last season, SCT underwrote tickets and bus transportation for 3.180 first and fifth grade students from 30 
Seattle Public Schools (SPS). We served more than three times our reach in fiscal year 2021-2022, which was 791 
students. 

We aim to offer this program at no cost to all 8,000 SPS first and fifth-grade students. A trip to SCT is many 
young people’s first live arts experience, which often translates to greater learning in the classroom, as well as 
imagining possibilities for their future self. 

SCT FOR ALL
The cost of a ticket should never be a barrier to attending an SCT 
production. Under SCT For All, we provide low cost and free tickets to 
young people and any family who expresses the need with our name 
your price program. 

STUDENT ACCESS SERIES
Our Student Access Series provides free or reduced price tickets for 
young people; last season 22,230 students and educators. Studies 
tell us (and we can see) that when a child under the age of eight 
experiences live theatre, their world is expanded. They gain empathy 
for others and greater interest in the world around them.

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A LEGACY OF SIGNIFICANT IMPACT – MARILYN DILLARD & ADRIENNE COONS 

Marilyn’s daughter, Adrienne Coons died tragically in 1984, but during her short life, she found 
inspiration from SCT productions and Drama School. Adrienne’s determination and dedication 
were an inspiration for the SCT faculty and students alike. Todd Jefferson Moore, a local Actor and 
Director, who was one Adrienne’s SCT drama teachers said: “Adrienne was a very gifted child. She 
was tremendous. Stole the show.” 

The Adrienne Coons Memorial Fund was established at The Seattle Foundation in 1985 with support 
from PONCHO, Marilyn Dillard (Coons), Jim Coons and other generous donors to provide SCT 
drama school scholarships for those who otherwise would not be able to participate. The fund has 
provided school scholarships for the past 38 years. In the Spring of 2022, the Memorial Fund was 
dissolved at the Seattle Foundation and the proceeds of $347,000 were given to SCT. The bulk of 
this gift, $250,000 has been placed in an endowment to provide annual Drama School Scholarships 
in perpetuity. The remainder has supported SCT facility upgrades to Studios A & B, where most 
students take their first drama classes. 

“It’s a thrill to know that the opportunity (drama school scholarships) makes kids happy and provides 
them with life changing experiences…SCT is a place unlike any other; they are so welcoming and 
they cherish children.”
